With Executive Order 202.26 Governor Andrew Cuomo postponed Village
Elections until September 15, 2020.

Anyone may apply for
and receive an absentee ballot. This ballot will be counted on election day if the
person is registered to vote in the village election.

Once the application is complete return it to the Village Clerk.

Pursuant to Election Law § 15-118 (2), the last day individuals my register with the
county board of elections to be eligible to vote in the village election will be Friday,
September 4, 2020.
